�Significance of Masi Makam  
 
Masi Makam specially for Lord Shiva and Shakthi wor ship in Hindu religion.  

Masi Makam, is an important annual festival observe d by Tamilians around the 
world. The ritual falls in the Tamil Month of Masi (February – March).  Makam, is 
one among the twenty seven stars in the Hindu astro logical system. The Makam, 
star falls on a full moon day in the month of Masi and is considered highly 
auspicious in the Tamil speaking world and in sever al parts of South India.  

The myth associated with Masi Maham varies from reg ion to region and 
sometimes even from temple to temple. Once in twelv e years, Masi Makam attains 
special significance and then it is known as Maha M aham. When the planet Guru 
or Jupiter enters Simha sign, the Kumba  Mela festi val of south India is held at the 
famous Mahamaham tank at Kumbakonam. Vast crowds ga ther in Kumbakonam 
and ordinary folk have a dip in the tank, along wit h the saints and philosophers. 
All the rivers of India are said to meet at Mahamah am Tank on this day and so, a 
purificatory bath in this tank on this particular d ay is considered equal to the 
combined effect of dips in all the holy rivers of I ndia.  In the present day we see the 
statues of the deities namely Siva and Parvathi and  Vishnu, are brought to the 
Mahaa Maham tank from the Siva and Vishnu Temples w ithin Kumbakonam 
district adjacent to Kaveri River, and at the auspi cious time devotees both men 
and women have a holy bath or a dip either in the M ahaa Maham tank or in the 
river Kaveri.
